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Oxfam Hong Kong will remember this year for one of the largest natural
disasters in known history, the formation of our China Unit, advances
in the Make Trade Fair Campaign, and our 721 active projects.

The tsunami appeal was the largest in Oxfam history, and Hong Kong
one of the most generous donors per capita worldwide. In the first six
months after the disaster, the 12-member Oxfam family assisted some
1.6 million people in 7 countries, and the joint disaster management
plan vows to make the best use of entrusted resources in a pro-poor,
preparedness-based, gender-sensitive, transparent and accountable
manner.

Oxfam Hong Kong’s new China Unit manages the development and
expansion of our work in and on China: rural and urban programmes,
policy research, advocacy, publishing, global citizenship education
and more. This integration will better leverage our experience, create
greater synergy and capacity, and influence both local and national
policy for greater impact on poverty and inequity.

While on-the-ground programmes can empower people out of poverty
– see page 9, 11, 15, 16 for projects with farmers and factory workers
– advocacy can multiply that effect for the long term. Through Oxfam’s
Make Trade Fair Campaign, more and more people are recognising
that fair trade is an engine for effective poverty alleviation. Several
corporations have engaged with us on Corporate Social Responsibility,
the World Trade Organization (WTO) recently declared US cotton
subsidies and European Union (EU) sugar subsidies illegal, and at the
6th WTO Ministerial Conference in Hong Kong in December 2005, our
goal is a pro-poor agreement to assist some 2.5 billion farmers in
developing countries.

The year 2005 is ‘make or break’ for poverty reduction: in many forums,
world leaders are reviewing their commitments to increase aid,
eliminate debt, reform trade rules, and meet the Millennium
Development Goals of 2015, and Oxfam is urging them to act swiftly
and responsibly so that poor people have better opportunities and
more rights.

In all that we do – development, emergency relief, advocacy, public
education and fundraising – high quality is a must, and a given: many
mechanisms are in place to ensure impact and accountability, and
communications such as this Annual Review exists to relay our
experiences with you, our stakeholders. We hope you will always be
our partner against poverty, and we wish you all a harmonious year
ahead, with all of your basic needs and rights met.

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OXFAM HONG KONG FAST FACTS
Founded in 1976, we address the root causes of poverty,
largely factors of injustice, and seek lasting changes through
ongoing community programmes, disaster management
projects, pro-poor policy advocacy and public education
on global citizenship. We work in Africa and Asia, including
mainland China and Hong Kong.

Oxfam Hong Kong (OHK) has supported projects in at least 68 countries

ADVOCACY
An important feature of Oxfam’s projects
Poverty and suffering is often caused largely
by injustice and exploitation. Many of our pro-
jects aim to advocate fair and pro-poor policies
at the local, regional and international level.

OXFAM AND PARTNERS
Most of the 721 projects are designed, imple-
mented and evaluated by ‘partner organisations’,
locally based groups with whom Oxfam Hong
Kong has built a good working relationship. These
partners may be non-government organisations
(NGOs), small community groups, government
departments, or another Oxfam. Oxfam Hong
Kong monitors the programmes to ensure that
objectives are met and that funds are used properly.

I was not granted 600,000 Indonesian Rupiahs
(approx. HK$ 463) through Oxfam’s small credit
project, I just could not imagine how I would have
been able to restart my business in March,” said
Fatimah, a baker who lost all of her belongings in
the tsunami. She, her family members, and her
ten employees have all benefited. Oxfam has di-
rected its work to the many women who are de-
nied bank loans as only men can be guarantors.
In Fatimah’s village alone, there are already over
180 women participating in the credit project, and
managing their own businesses.

The tsunami relief effort has been the
largest in Oxfam’s history. We must
thank the public for their generous
donations that have made our relief and
rehabilitation work possible. Oxfam
Hong Kong raised over HK$100 million
and has allocated, as of June 2005,
HK$21 million towards Oxfam Inter-
national’s programmes that have help-
ed 1.6 million people across Indonesia,
Sri Lanka, India, Burma, Maldives,
Thailand and Somalia:
�Provision of clean water, health

and sanitation projects have ad-

dressed outbreaks of disease and
prevented epidemics

�Food programmes have prevented
massive malnutrition

�Income generation schemes are
helping people recover lost income

�Temporary shelters were initially
constructed to assist displaced
people, and construction of perma-
nent houses are followed

�Advocacy efforts together with
other groups have convinced 19
donor countries to agree to uncon-
ditionally freeze debt repayments

for tsunami-affected countries; in
the local level, needs of the mar-
ginalised people such as those with
disabilities, fisherfolk, women work-
ers and schoolchildren are advo-
cated and addressed

Over the next five years, Oxfam Hong
Kong will allocate a further HK$80 million
as part of the HK$1.95 billion effort by
Oxfam International: rehabilitation, long-
term development and advocacy of pro-
poor policies.

OXFAM’s LONG-TERM COMMITMENT
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WORK DONE
Oxfam responded immediately to the disaster
that killed over 220,000 people and displaced
millions more. Oxfam Hong Kong is focusing
its efforts in Indonesia, India and Sri Lanka. A
summary of action as of late June 2005 by
Oxfam:

SRI LANKA: 627,043 beneficiaries;
INDONESIA: 358,503 beneficiaries;
INDIA: 624,170 beneficiaries
WATER, SANITATION, PUBLIC HEALTH: safe
water, building latrines, cleaning wells, waste
management,  control of disease vectors in shelters,
immunisation of children, hygiene education to
prevent epidemics

SHELTERS: temporary shelters, house recon-
struction, promoting a ‘people-centred approach’
such as advocating governments to ensure that
displaced people are not forced to relocate to places
where they are not willing to live

EMERGENCY RELIEF: food, clothing, household
items

LIVELIHOOD: new or repaired fishing boats, nets
and supplies, cash grants for relief purposes and
income-generating activities, cash-for-work
programmes (e.g. rebuilding homes, restoring
infrastructure and clearing away debris from
beaches), and equipping people with new skills and
job training in such areas as the coconut industry,
masonry and carpentry

WORK AHEAD
Oxfam Hong Kong is actively taking part in
Oxfam International’s 5-year plan for reha-
bilitation and development of the affected poor
regions and we are focusing on three main
areas in the coming three years.

Priority areas of Oxfam International’s
current five-year plan:
WATER, SANITATION, PUBLIC HEALTH: Oxfam’s
area of expertise with short- and long-term projects

FOOD SECURITY, RESTORATION OF LIVELIHOODS:
livelihood projects such as fishing, small-scale and
often home-based industries

SOCIAL SERVICES: clinics, education (e.g. school
reconstruction), counseling

INTERNATIONAL ADVOCACY: work with inter-
national bodies and governments to lobby for
delaying debt repayment (already achieved),
removing tariffs on exports of textiles and clothing
produced by tsunami-affected countries, donor
countries to deliver their promised support for relief
and rehabilitation

MAINSTREAMING HIV/AIDS AND GENDER:
promote gender equity (see next section), address
special needs around HIV/AIDS

HOUSING: temporary shelters, permanent housing,
encouraging local groups to participate in con-
struction, advocacy on resettlement policies

Main focus areas of Oxfam Hong
Kong over the next three years:
LIVELIHOOD / INCOME: with an emphasis on
coastal communities (fishing, net-mending), inland
programmes such as micro-enterprises, skills
training (e.g. carpentry, electrical work and
plumbing)

ADVOCACY WITH LOCAL GOVERNMENTS FOR
APPROPRIATE REHABILITATION POLICIES FOR
DISADVANTAGED GROUPS: such as displaced
people, people with disabilities, women, children
and the poorest people

DISASTER PREPAREDNESS PROGRAMMES:
such as early warning systems

GENDER CONCERN
Oxfam research indicates that the death rate
of women may have been four times higher
than that of men; in the villages of Aceh Besar,
Indonesia, for example, only 189 of 676 sur-
vivors were female. One factor among several
is that fewer women than men know how to
swim or climb trees well. The research revealed
reports of rape and harassment in displaced
person camps, women being ignored in relief
programmes and denied ownership of new
homes, and teenage girls being urged or
forced to marry.

Oxfam has been addressing
women’s needs by:
� Mainstreaming gender concerns in our

programmes: e.g. appropriate facilities
for bathing, sanitation and shelter (for
privacy and safety); suitable supplies
for hygiene (including sanitary pads);
training with camp management staff
to prevent gender-based violence;
enabling more women (who often have
difficulty in getting a loan) to benefit
from cash grants and small credit. (See
story on p6)

� Calling on governments to be aware
of the disproportionate death of so
many women, and possible impacts,
and make sure of women’s equal

access to income opportunities and
home ownership

� Calling on the media to address gen-
der issues in their coverage

ASSISTING THE
POOREST /
DISADVANTAGED
PEOPLE
Poor people were hardest hit by the disaster.
Yet, during the first six months after the
disaster, they have not received enough
attention in rehabilitation work in some
locations. Oxfam directs its work with the
poorest people, women and marginalised
groups such as disabled people.

�� !=FOCUS OF THE YEAR �

In November 2004, the United Nations
Secretary-General Kofi Annan launched an
urgent UN appeal for the world’s 15 worst
crises affecting some 29 million people,
mostly in Africa. The crises were getting little
media attention, and very little financial sup-
port – in essence, they were ‘forgotten’ by
the world. By March 2005, only about 4%
of what is needed has been pledged – for
Sudan 5%, Congo (DRC) 4%, and for West
Africa 3%, which is why the food crisis has
reached its current proportions: as of
August 2005, four million people were
facing starvation or malnutrition across the
Sahel region.

In Hong Kong, results were similar. Oxfam
had received only HK$189,504 in donations
for Sudan, despite launching a public appeal.

In December 2004, the tsunami struck. The
international community responded gener-
ously: USD 500 for each individual affected,
with the UN receiving USD 931,152,816 as of
March 2005. In Hong Kong, donations topped
HK$100 million to Oxfam Hong Kong alone.

Back in Africa, the crises continued being
crises. The reality is that it is far more effective,
and cheaper, to save lives at the onset,
meeting the crisis before it fully develops.
With the West Africa crisis reaching maturity,

costs to save lives have tripled. The World
Food Programme appeal was originally USD
16 million but by August 2005 it had risen to
USD 57.6 million, while the UN consolidated
appeal rose from USD 31 to USD 81 million.

All along, Oxfam International’s action in Sudan
has been to combine peace advocacy and
disaster management (water, sanitation, health
education, etc). In November 2004, Oxfam
joined five other agencies to call for the United
Nations Security Council to take strong
action in Sudan to quicken the peace talks. Dur-
ing the year, Oxfam was one of the few inter-
national agencies working in all three Darfur
states, where programmes reached about
500,000 people; in Chad, we have assisted
another 100,000 people. Oxfam Hong Kong
contributed over HK$1million to the effort.

Oxfam International’s efforts in West Africa –
Niger, Mali, Mauritania and Senegal – began
in July 2004. Oxfam Hong Kong contributed
HK$780,000 for relief and livelihood support.

Meanwhile, in Asia, heavy rains in the
Himalayas in the summer of 2004 flooded
two-thirds of Bangladesh and all of Bihar,
one of India’s poorest states. Oxfam Hong
Kong quickly provided emergency relief and
followed up with livelihood support as well
as disaster preparedness programmes.
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“NGOs like Oxfam play a big role in supporting
the positions of developing country negotiators
in the WTO. We need your intellectual contri-
butions and moral support to help us in our fight
for a fair and just outcome in the WTO processes”
– Segfredo Serrano, Assistant Secretary of the
Philippine Department of Agriculture, January
2005, said a regional East Asia conference sup-
ported by Oxfam Hong Kong to discuss the WTO-
lobbying strategy

�� OXFAM HONG KONG
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A New Community Fund in Timor
Leste In 2004-05, fishers in the village of
Behedan established a Community Fund Com-
mittee comprised of capital from the fishers, in
exchange for fishing equipment from Oxfam Hong
Kong. Several loans have been made and repaid
during the year, and by the end of the year,
Behedan had over USD500 in the Fund. Fishers
got fishing equipment, training and hence enjoyed
better harvests.

Consider these three facts: 96% of all
farmers, or 2.5 billion people, live in
developing countries; two-thirds of the
world’s poor people live in rural areas;
and three-quarters of the Least
Developed Countries’ workforce is
employed in agriculture. Agriculture
becomes the critical source of food
and income for poor countries. This is
why fair agricultural trade is Oxfam’s
major concern. Highlights of the year
include:
�Globally, Oxfam Hong Kong’s sus-

tainable livelihood projects totalled

World Trade Organization (WTO)
Ministerial Conference in Hong
Kong, with some actions gaining
impact
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TIMOR-LESTE
Capacity building with subsistence
farmers and fishers
Timor Leste (East Timor) has realised its
independence in 2002 and peace and freedom
have been gradually restored from chaos, yet
poverty remains. About 40 per cent of the
population lives below USD55 cents a day,
mostly on subsistence farming and fishing.

Oxfam Hong Kong’s relief programmes started
in 1999, and long-term work in 2001; rural
livelihood with farmers and fishers is a core
focus – 19 projects (at HK$3.8 million) were
run by Oxfam and local partners in three
districts to increase and diversify food pro-
duction, generate income, practise sustainable
resource management, strengthen technical
skills, and improve the capacity of community
groups to organise and act.

In 2004-05, Oxfam’s 12 projects focused on
natural resource management: technical skills,
training in community organisation, and inte-
grated livelihood programmes.

Some highlights of the year:
�20 farmer groups in Maubara attended

training in agroforestry, reforestation,
water and soil conservation, process-
ing crops, and in raising cows and
goats

�Youth and widow groups joined live-
stock and farming activities

�Blacksmiths and carpenters trained in
making and maintaining farming tools
and machinery

�Research conducted to improve maize
production and storage

SOUTHWEST CHINA
Improved income and food security
Southwest China is home to some of the poorest
counties in China. Oxfam has supported
integrated rural projects (at HK$40 million) in
11 of these counties in the provinces of Yunnan,
Guizhou and Guangxi for 14 years: agricultural
production, income generation, small-scale
infrastructure, water systems, health services,
education, community organising, community-
managed funds, capacity building, emergency
relief and rehabilitation, pro-poor policy
advocacy and more.

A recent review of our Southwest
China Programme reveals good
impact of rural livelihood projects:
�Fewer households are being affected

by food insecurity in the researched
project areas (see table in next column)

�More income, more livestock, better
quality of crops due to training of new
technology such as plastic sheeting
and sprinkle planting in maize produc-

tion and new crop varieties, and bet-
ter harvests due to in-kind loans for
farmers who lack capital, cash-loans
for others to purchase equipment

�Better infrastructure (roads, irrigation,
water supply, etc.) means better living
conditions

�More community awareness, self-
management and organising

Throughout the year, Oxfam supported over
70 rural livelihood projects across China, Asia
and Africa (see p.21-22 for Aim 1 projects)

However, we have also spotted short comings
of our work which needs improvement, such
as: analysis on the project planning and moni-
toring for livelihoods systems is not in-depth
and comprehensive enough; and lack of well-
planned strategies for advocacy to influence
government’s poverty reduction practices.

ADVOCACY
For fair trade rules. Make WTO
work for poor farmers
Oxfam objects to the unfair international trade
rules which are a major cause of poverty for
farmers in developing countries. As it stands
now, developed countries are forcing poor
countries to open their markets, and are then
dumping subsidised crops – this is putting
millions of people at risk.

Oxfam’s advocacy is widely credited by policy-
makers for making Northern subsidies and
dumping key issues in WTO negotiations. Two
recent WTO rulings have bolstered Oxfam’s
Make Trade Fair campaign: in the Spring of
2005, the WTO declared US cotton subsidies
and EU sugar subsidies illegal – they must stop
dumping or face possible sanctions, and they
must compensate affected countries.

With the Sixth WTO Ministerial Conference in
Hong Kong in December 2005, Oxfam Hong
Kong has been undertaking many advocacy
and education activities:

In Hong Kong:
�Liaise with Government on how to

have an equitable, accountable, par-
ticipatory and transparent conference

�Public education trade issues: website,
books, teaching materials, etc

�Co-organised a regional conference
on WTO and agriculture – over 60
academics, negotiators, legislators,
officials, and NGO representatives
attended.

In China:
�Support research on the impact of

WTO trade rules on China’s agriculture
�Dialogues with the trade officials in

Geneva and the Ministry of Agriculture
on WTO negotiations

Oxfam Hong Kong has been building
a foundation in China since 1987. when
our first project began. Eighteen years
later, China is now our largest project
country, at 31 per cent of project
expenditure. As the economy grows
and a global power emerges, develop-
ment with equity is crucial, for although
224 million people have worked their
way out of poverty over the past 25
years, 26 million farmers remain in
absolute poverty. China is emerging as
a global power, and success in its
poverty reduction and development
with equity is important. China’s new
leadership has shown commitment to
reduce poverty, to lessen the rural-
urban divide, and has created a better
environment for NGOs like Oxfam to
strengthen and expand its work
in China. Oxfam’s priority areas in
2004-05:
�382 projects on sustainable liveli-

hood, disaster management, basic
services, gender equity, equitable
trade, civil society and global
citizenship, in which

�55 projects with farmers and work-
ers on livelihoods, including to
reduce rural tax, and

�16 disaster management projects,

such as rebuilding damaged
schools and houses with survivors
of floods, mudflows, landslides,
snowstorms and earthquakes in
Yunnan, Guizhou, Guangxi, Gansu
and Hunan

�Promoting the development of par-
ticipatory civil society by enhanc-
ing NGOs’ capacity on financial
manage-ment, and helping build
a suggested framework for NGO
legislation

work in China
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HENAN COMMUNITY CENTRE
FOR EDUCATION AND RESEARCH
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Rural women in Henan gain
more income and parti-cipate
in community development
through this Oxfam-support-
ed women handicraft-making
group.
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Empowering poor farmers
in Songping, Yunnan Gong Yus-
han, 69, and his family live in a remote mountain-
top village in Songping Village, Yun-nan Province.
Like most farmers in the area, although he worked
hard to grow melons, pears and other crops, pro-
duce usually rotted by the time it arrived at the
market 10km away – there was no good road.
Oxfam’s integrated development project sup-
ported villagers to build a main road which has
significantly improved people’s livelihoods. The
picture above shows happy Yushan is with his
harvest which can now be sold in time! Through
Oxfam’s participatory approach of partnering with
villagers, villagers in the neighbouring village,
Xipo, also an Oxfam project site, learnt to build a
small road in 2004, to link up the main road. Col-
laboration with the provincial Poverty Alleviation
Office, Oxfam’s partner in this project, has brought
good feedback from many government officials
who are now exploring bottom-up participation
in their own poverty reduction projects, too.
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LIVELIHOOD
Empowering farmers’
self-development
Farmers and workers form a core group of
China’s poor population, and to address the
root casues, Oxfam develops integrated
development programmes emphasising
community organisation, empowerment, and
pro-poor policies.

Some major efforts in rural areas:
�Enhance direct participation and moni-

toring of projects by farmers
�Empower poor communities to under-

stand government policy and to advo-
cate for resources

� Impact studies of Oxfam projects in
Yunnan, Guizhou and Guangxi, as-
sessing improved income, diet, health,
infra-structure, more community
awareness and self-management (see
p.11 on RURAL LIVELIHOOD AND
TRADE)

�10 projects on exorbitant rural tax: re-
search on tax reform, township govern-
ment reform, forums on poverty and
village leadership, and related advocacy

Oxfam also supports basic labour rights (see
p.16) and advocates fair World Trade Organ-
ization rules (see p.11 and p.16) – both of
which can help ensure a livelihood.

BASIC SERVICES
For well-being
Education, health care, clean water, sanitation
and better housing are the focus areas, with
an emphasis on HIV/AIDS and basic
education.

A few highlights include:
�Support the setting up of Red Ribbon

Association which trains HIV-infected
people as health supervisors, over
4,000 patients and their families have
benefited from services such as treat-
ment and prevention of the disease,
emotional support, community hy-
giene, road-building and farming

�Support voluntary HIV/AIDS consulta-
tions and tests with 400 women

�Launch 14 education projects, includ-
ing school rebuilding, teacher training
and advocacy for basic education for
all, including for children of migrant
workers in cities

�Support doctor training, women’s
health check-ups, health education,
building clinics in southwest China,
and setting up a rural cooperative
health care system in Shaanxi

GENDER EQUITY
A key to poverty reduction
Women are another major group of poor
people, with gender inequity a root cause of
poverty. Oxfam helps empower women, and
enables them to take part in policymaking
which can ensure their basic rights.

Some highlights:
�12 gender projects on empowering

rural women, preventing violence
against women, raising awareness of
the public and of policy makers on
gender equity, supporting networking
of women’s groups and funding them
to attend international conferences for
capacity building.

�Support the launch of a women’s
handicrafts group in Henan to raise
income, status and participation in
community development

�Preparation of the Oxfam supported
men’s group of ex-batterers, to pro-
mote gender equity

CIVIL SOCIETY
BUILDING
Poor people’s voice heard
Oxfam believes that poor people must
participate in poverty reduction, that their
opinions must be heard. During the year, we
supported the development of  Non-
Government Organisations (NGOs) through
training, support in organisational develop-
ment, small grant programmes and utilising
internet technology, among others.

Some of the efforts and impacts:

�Grassroot groups Oxfam supports are

Since 2001, Oxfam has supported education
with youth to raise their awareness and
encourage them to assume responsibility for
their choices in life.

Guangzhou, on teacher training,
materials, youth participation in inter-
national conferences, a study trip and
book publications

�Training for Trainers to promote inter-
active development education

�Support 10 Shanghai secondary stu-

Raise awareness, support legal aid
and training
China’s economic reforms have encouraged
tremendous rural-urban migration, which has
led to a massive workforce. Yet, the rights of
millions of these workers are being infringed:
unpaid overtime, an increasing number of
occupational accidents and diseases, and
difficulty in being awarded compensation.
Nearly 80 million informal workers – most of
whom have no contract – are not guaranteed
even a minimum level of protection.

Xiao Li, 15, left her village in Shanxi to work as
a baby-sitter in Beijing. On top of working 12
hours a day, 7 days a week, and earning only
RMB 150 (approx. USD18) a month, she was
constantly abused by her employer –physically
and psy-chologically. Migrant Women’s Club,
an Oxfam-supported organisation, supported
Xiao Li to bring her case to court. She ‘won’

HONG KONG / CHINA /
GLOBAL
Let’s turn the garment industry
inside out
The focus of Oxfam’s Make Trade Fair Cam-
paign in 2004 was to urge the garment industry
to improve their purchasing practices and
respect basic labour rights: too often, brand or
sourcing companies push suppliers on price and
speed, resulting in increasingly difficult working
conditions. A 2004 study commissioned by
Oxfam Hong Kong revealed an average of 150
overtime hours in some Hong Kong-owned
factories in Guangdong; labour law only permits
36 hours of overtime. Oxfam’s campaign
included exhibitions, a petition with signatures,
seminars, workshops, advocacy with companies
and chambers of commerce, and publishing Re-
source Kit on Corporate Social Responsibility.

Impact of our work includes:
�Some companies agreed to allow

labour groups to launch more training
and awareness projects in their facto-
ries in China

�A German trade association adopted
Oxfam’s Resource Kit on Corporate
Social Responsibility for employee
training

HONG KONG
Improving conditions for
sub-contracted workers
Oxfam is concerned about the exploitation of
workers on government-out-sourced contracts,
such as cleaning workers of public housing
estates. While the government adopted sug-
gestions advocated by Oxfam and other local
groups to safeguard a reasonable wage, we still
receive reports of contractors illegally with-
holding wages, holidays and other entitlements.

Continued advocacy work and
impact includes:
�Effective communication with govern-

ment and referring suspected criminal
cases to the Police

�The Housing Department has im-
proved the monitoring of their contrac-
tors’ conditions for employees

Oxfam supports many local groups across
China to provide workers with legal aid,
training, and an awareness of their rights.

compensation for over 800 workers

�More than 100,000 workers joined
Oxfam-supported training and advo-

�Engaging with government, commu-

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IN THE VILLAGE –
YUNNAN
Organise against abuse and suicide
Building up women’s capacity and reducing
domestic violence against women are two of
Oxfam’s programme areas in China. One
group of Miao women in a village in Yunnan
Province organised themselves, with Oxfam’s
support, to effectively tackle two gender-
based problems: wife abuse and women’s
suicide. In fact, women’s subordination to men
(who usually control resources and decision-
making) is a root cause to female poverty. Here
is a summary of the group’s achievements:

� In 2002, five women in this village at-
tempted suicide; yet after the women’s
organising, no suicides have been
reported since July 2003

�Wife abuse caused by male drunken-
ness was addressed by setting up
rules to limit liquor intake, providing a
temporary place for drunk men to stay,
and discussing the violence at village
assemblies

�Community-wide projects: a solar-
powered public bath; basic women’s
health training; training women to dis-
tinguish counterfeit money; farming
projects with widowed, handicapped
and elderly women

IN THE CITY –
HONG KONG
Equity for women and minorities
Discrimination by gender and ethnicity is a
reality in Hong Kong, where most women  from
Mainland China are in poverty. Minority groups
from South Asia face unfair treatment at school
and at work. Highlights of Oxfam’s efforts are:

�Oxfam’s ‘Gender Mainstreaming –
NGO Experience’ Report serves as a
useful tool for NGOs

�50 leaders of self-help groups attended
Oxfam-supported workshops on gen-
der equity

�Advocates education authorities to in-

AROUND THE WORLD
Gender-fair development and relief
To promote gender equity, Oxfam supports
global advocacy and gender-fair emergency
response. Some highlights during the year:

�Oxfam supported women NGOs from
China and Cambodia to participate in a
United Nations women’s conference in
New York which reviewed the improve-
ment of women’s rights since 1995, and
the participants expressed their views
and strengthened their network

�Oxfam research revealed relatively
higher vulnerability of women com-
pared to men in the Asian tsunami, and
efforts are being made to address
women’s needs in relief and rehabili-
tation programmes both in tsunami
(see p.7) and in the Darfur crisis

INSIDE OXFAM
Practising gender sensitivity
Internally, Oxfam Hong Kong has been
improving agency-wide gender policies over the
past decade. During the past year, we created
the position of Gender Equity Policy Advisor to
enable colleagues to develop better gender-
sensitive practices in all areas of work: advo-
cacy, development projects and humanitarian
efforts, and Oxfam’s management practices.

Women and minorit ies are two
distinctly marginalised groups. Too
often, females are  denied education,
land rights and threatened with
domestic violence. Statistics show
that 70 per cent of the world’s poor
people are women. Oxfam Hong
Kong strives to help create more
equitable communities by some high-
lighted efforts:
� All projects aim to integrate gen-

der components while 56 projects
specifically addressed gender,
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Are the wars in Iraq and Sudan too remote for
Hong Kong youngsters to relate to? Can they
empathise with the suffering and act as a
global citizen?

Look! Hong Kongers are very involved
in this game with paper soldiers and
paper fighter planes: shoot down the
most soldiers to win. But behind each
paper death is a tragedy. On each
soldier’s back is a number which cor-
responds to a unique life story, a life
of aspirations killed by war.

In this global citizenship education workshop,
The project was jointly run by Oxfam Hong
Kong, the Department of Sociology of the
Chinese University of Hong Kong (CUHK), the
Education and Manpower Bureau (EMB) of the
HKSAR Government and the Social and the
Economic Policy Institute, secondary school
teachers are trained to arouse students’
awareness of war and conflict through
interactive games.

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TOURISM AND
POVERTY
Oxfam guided more than 30 secondary school
students to see the difference between how
community-based tourism and commercial
tourism impact local residents. The teenagers
talked with Pa-Duang Karen people (collo-
quially called ‘Long Neck’) in Thailand to know
how they feel about earning an income from
their unusually long necks. Students lived with
ethnic minority families in remote mountain
villages to witness the positive impact of
alternative tourism on the community. They
also visited a red light district for tourists to
learn about the lives of sex workers.

Today’s world is so globalised that
poverty must be addressed through
the cooperation of people around the
world. Through education on global
citizenship, Oxfam Hong Kong en-
courages youth to develop an aware-
ness of poverty and development, and
be willing to take part in address-ing
the problems. Below are some of
Oxfam’s major education work during
the year.

TEACHER TRAINING
One Liberal Studies workshop explored
teaching methods in four topics: marginalised
labour in Hong Kong, the impact of WTO
accession on China, the patent system and
food security, and war and conflict in the con-
text of globalisation. It was jointly organised
by the four organisations which launched the
workshop with the game war (see previous
page). Educational games were introduced,
and teachers also explored how to stimulate
students’ in-depth reflection on the issues
through discussions.

TEACHING
RESOURCES
Oxfam helped developed these materials,
among others:
CD-ROM for secondary schools on labour in
Hong Kong, the WTO and China, patents and
food security, war and conflict – with organi-
sations involved in the war game
CD-ROM for primary schools on globalisation
and interdependence, diversity, information
technology and poverty, trade and poverty –
with the Centre of Citizenship Education of the
Hong Kong Institute of Education
www.cyberschool.oxfam.org.hk – website on
poverty and sustainable Hong Kong develop-
ment, was recommended to teachers by the
Hong Kong education authority.

OXFAM INTERACTIVE
EDUCATION CENTRE
The Centre, in North Point, Hong Kong, run by
Oxfam, provides a unique experiential learning
environment for young people, with about 200
activities, training sessions and other pro-
grammes each year on poverty and sustainable
development. It opened in November 2005. The
private sector supports Oxfam’s youth
education – Accenture partnered with us as part
of its corporate citizenship efforts, which
includes fundraising and voluntary activities
with employees, and a donation of HK$250,000
to the operation of the Centre. Lee Hysan
Foundation has also supported Oxfam on an
in-depth school-based development project
with six local secondary schools.
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My Favourite Thing, a collection of 70 stories
across China and around the world, was one of
the five best-sellers in Mainland China (May 2005).

A Rights-
Based
Approach to
Poverty
In 2004/05, Oxfam Hong Kong helped run 721 projects, with the
following 391 projects newly approved with funding during the year.
We divide our projects into five aims for development, and one aim on
global citizenship. The strategy and implementation of these projects
express a core Oxfam value: a rights-based approach to development.

What is the Right-Based Approach?
There is a new twist to a well-known story – giving a person a fish helps
for a day; teaching how to fish and helps for a lifetime.  But you do
need to ensure that people have the right to access fishing areas and a
market for their catch!

Oxfam’s approach to development uses the international
human rights platform to address poverty and develop-
ment: the belief that poverty is caused, driven and per-
petuated by violations of people’s basic rights, and that
power is the mechanism by which rights relations are
determined. That’s why Oxfam puts an emphasis on equity
and justice to address the root causes of poverty; this
prevents an imbalance of power from emerging. We
integrate the provision of basic needs, the building of
people’s and organisations’ capacity, and protecting and
defending rights through policy advocacy.
